MEDICAL INCIDENTS

Report any incidents to your group leader immediately.

Refer participants to the First Aid Marquee which will be located at the
starting point of both the 10km and 5km races, at the finish line and roving
throughout the course.

SUSPICIOUS BEHAVIOUR

In the unlikely event of any suspicious behaviour please alert your team
leader as soon as possible.

Suspicious behaviour can be from the participants, or the general public
can be anything from a bag or backpack left unattended or wearing a large
jacket in warm weather or even a person acting irritated.

If you find an unattended bag/backpack

Ask if anyone owns it

If no one does, don’t touch it

Alert others to keep away

Contact Event Command 0417 741 468 if you don’t get through contact
the Venue Manager on 0472 597 539 and they will liaise with the
appropriate authorities.
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NOTE: If you are ever in doubt call emergency services on “000”

No smoking is permitted within the food preparation and serving areas
All food preparation and serving staff are to regularly sanitize their hands
and wear the gloves provided

There is to be no sitting on benches or other food preparation or storage
surfaces




4. The eventwill continue in light and/or sporadic rain conditions. You will be
contacted if the event doesn’t go ahead due to weather or other
unforeseeable event.
